¢ Only one Honors Independent Study course or Individual Honors Contract is allowed per term (i.e.
semester, winter session or summer) and must be taken for a letter grade, not pass/fail.

¢ No more than 3 total Honors Independent Studies or Individual Honors Contracts may be counted
toward completion of the 30 Honors credits necessary for the Honors Degree.

¢ For currently matriculated students interested in applying to the Honors Program, Honors Independent
Study courses will not count toward Honors admission.
